Definitions

· HTML – Hypertext markup language

· Timeline - A visual guide to show you when things will animate, move, and appear/disappear.  All animations begin at frame 1 and end at the last existing mark.

· Frames per second (FPS) - The rate of how many pictures are shown to you per second.  (This is exactly like a flip-book; the number of pictures you see per second)

· Flash – animated vector content with a .swf extension 

· Jpg is for photos and gif are for images with 256 or less colors

· HTML code for mail link is – mailto:who@where.com  

· You can add: ?Cc=other@where.com&subject=zzz zzz &body=zzz

· HTML code for absolute links is – http://www.wherever.com
Linking

· Click on picture, or highlight text that will be the link.  Once you click on the image or highlight the text, the properties panel will morph in to the appropriate text or image property panel.  Look for where it says LINK.  If you know the html page you are linking to, you can type it yourself (i.e. prices.htm) or you can click on the little folder icon next to the link field and BROWSE for it in your computer.

· Target:

· Leave it empty (default) or _self – this opens the new htm page in the same browser

· _blank -  this opens a new browser window to display htm page

· _parent – when using frames, displays a new htm in the closest “parent” browser

· _top – when using frames, displays a new htm in the main “parent” browser 

Other

· Site creation – go to the menu above and click SITE>NEW SITE and choose basic to follow step by step instructions.

· Form – In the tools menu, go to the form tab.

· Click on the first form tag button.

· Remember to put all your fields, buttons, checkboxes within this red box.

· Click on the html tags that says <form> and look to the property panel to place the script file in the action field.  

· Don’t forget to put a back button and other useful navigation design elements.  (See www.webmonkey.com for helpful hints on good user interface design.)

· Shortcut keys: 

· Shift – Hold down this key when resizing images to prevent distortion

· Shift + Enter – Does a soft return (Enter – does hard return)

· Shift + Ctrl +Space – Non-breaking space (allows for more than one space between images or text.
